for our youth.

AMSM Sunday Mornings: Our youth ministry currently has a
joint service for Jr. & Sr. High on Sunday mornings during the
9:30 service hour. This is essentially church for teens. We typically
allow several minutes for youth to socialize., enjoy Studio 707, and
have food/drinks from our cafe. The elements of our service are:
announcements, worship, prayer, scripture reading, & the message.
Our youth praise band (composed of students) leads our worship
time together, and messages are biblically centered. as well as,
generationally relevant.

Youth LifeGroups: Our youth LifeGroups meet on Wednesday
nights in Studio 707. Youth arrive at 6:30 PM in order to enjoy a
time of fellowship before things get started. Around 6:45, we call
youth together for corporate worship and announcements before
dividing youth into smaller groups. We have multiple groups of
various interests divided among: boys, girls, Jr. high., Sr. high., and
coed groups. An adult leader teaches each 3-month section.
Service concludes at 8:30 PM. Youth LifeGroups are a time of
sharing, reflecting, discipleship, prayer, and in-depth Bible study

Help your family start some conversations
about forgiveness and then put it into
practice:

1. Read about Bible characters who have
been forgiven. Talk about what each person
did, what led to repentance, and how God
showed mercy. How did lives change after sins
were forgiven?

2. Talk about current events. Recent news
stories have been filled with issues of
forgiveness. Discuss people’s decisions to
forgive, talking about what you would do in
each situation.

3. Celebrate a clean slate. Start some new
Easter traditions that focus on forgiveness. For
example, have family members each write
down some sins on slips of paper. Take turns
nailing the slips to a slab of wood or shredding
them. End with time for silent prayer.

4. Discuss conflicts openly. When problems
arise, immediately sit down to talk things out.
Approach disagreements with an attitude of
forgiveness, and don't rehash old issues that
have already been forgiven.

How much do you rely on God’s forgiveness?
Adults were asked, “"The last
time you prayed, did you ...
ask for forgiveness?”

Yes — 67%
No — 33%

(Baylor Religion Survey)

Teens were asked, "How much has religion
helped to relieve your feelings of guilt by
providing you [with] forgiveness?”

Some — 25%
A little — 15%
None — 18%
